This was Careys first ever Post Tension Concrete frame
commencing in August 2008. It consisted of a:

* 10 storey concrete superstructure

* 2 no. Concrete Cores (one with 3no. lift shafts)
* a car pit to hold 9 no. cars below ground level
« all foundations and

* below ground drainage.

The Tower Crane was erected by Select Plant on the
7-8th of September allowing us to start the construction
of the RC cores. Core construction progressed while the
ground floor slab was constructed followed by the
suspended concrete slabs.

The construction of the suspended slabs were broken
down into three pours per level due to the restrictions
caused by PT construction with a total floor area of
880m2. Pour | was always one level above pour 2 during
the construction stage, with pour 3 being poured 4 days
after Pour 2 was fully tensioned.

Freyssinet were awarded the subcontract for the PT
works on site. Cables were tensioned up to 25% after |
day, and to 100% after 3-4 days depending on cube results.
With PT slabs you are putting the concrete into
compression which means you can reduce the amount of
reinforcement required. It also allows you to have greater
spans between columns giving you a greater uninterrupted
floor area. PT slabs also allow you to cut down on the
thickness of concrete slabs allowing for a greater height
between floors.

Traditional Peri tables were used to construct the
suspended concrete slabs. This site is located in the inner
city with tight site boundaries and restrictions.

Pedestrians and traffic were in close proximity so it was
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in Glasgow

decided no tables would be lifted out passed the slab edge.
After several design meetings all tables were designed to
be pulled back onto the slab and lifted internally through
Pour 3 which always followed Pour 2. This removed the
risk of lifting tables out of the site boundary.

A 34m mobile concrete pump was used on Level | and
Level 2. Due to tight restrictions we had to place the
concrete using an internal concrete line fixed to the core
walls through a dry riser void.

One of the major operations at present is the concrete ramp to the
multi storey carpark which is situated on 3 floors above the shops.

T. E. Scudder Ltd (TES) have recently
completed a demolition project for
Carillion Building Ltd carrying out
significant asbestos removal, strip out
and demolition operations at an
academy school complex in Basildon,
Essex.

This comprises the initial phase of a
major re-development of Barstaple
School, to be carried out over the next
twelve months to create the latest
state of the art educational
establishment.

TES works involved work on three
reinforced concrete frame multi storey
teaching blocks with brick infill
external walling. All of the blocks
contained extensive amounts of
notifiable asbestos based materials. The
controlled removal of the Asbestos
based materials had to be carried out
as the first stage of the TES works and
as soon as the asbestos removal and
associated air clearance monitoring
and certification had been satisfactorily
completed the three buildings were
soft stripped of all internal elements
back to the structural frame and core’.
One of the blocks was then

demolished using the high reach
CAT350 excavator fitted with a
universal processor attachment. Given
the demanding six week subcontract
programme to be achieved, this was
the most effective equipment available
to ensure the completion date was not
compromised.

All concrete and hardcore arisings
from the demolition activities were
processed and crushed on site and the
material produced stockpiled in a
designated area of the site for future
use as fill material in the development.
As the demolition works areas were
immediately alongside the existing
school complex which remained fully
operational throughout, TES were
required to instigate strict control
measures to ensure the impact of dust
and noise was eliminated throughout
the works.

In order to achieve this degree of
protection and screening of the
functioning school from the ongoing
site activities, TES designed and erected
a temporary scaffold screen and crash
deck as part of the trade package
works.

As a testament to the proactive
approach adopted on the project, TES
have now been invited to tender a
further ‘Builders Work’ package on the
development due to commence later
in 2009.
